Summer Journalism Program

What is the Summer Journalism Program (SJP)?
SJP is an intensive, one-week program in journalism for
high-school students. The program is run entirely by
Yale undergraduates, who are also staff members of the
Yale Daily News. SJP is held at the Yale Daily News
building on the campus of Yale University in New
Haven, Conn.

DATES: Sunday, August 16
through Friday, August 21, 2009.
TIMES: 10 a.m. to 4 p.m. daily
COST: The program is FREE for
all participants. Students provide
their own lunches.

HOUSING: There is no housing
available in New Haven. Students
are expected to return home at the
conclusion of each day’s session.

What do SJP participants do?

Students participate in workshops on the fundamentals
of reporting and writing, attend lectures by guest
speakers from major publications like The New York
Times and Entertainment Weekly, and gain hands-on experience writing a story. The week
culminates with the production of an issue of the Yale Daily News.

Who can apply?
The program is limited to Connecticut residents and is geared toward those with journalism
experience, but any high-school student with interest in journalism or writing is encouraged to

apply.

Hall to attend the mayor’s press
conference. A second group interviews
residents about noise pollution.

3 p.m: Back at the News, each team puts
together a story about what they found.
